General Morgan graduated from Colgate University in 1952 with a Bachelor of Arts Degree in History and Political Science. He later earned a Master of Arts Degree in Counselor Education from the University of Virginia. Upon graduation from college he completed the Basic School, flight training and was a Naval Aviator in 1954. Upon receiving his wings, he served in numerous fighter and attack squadrons throughout the continental United States and the Pacific.  He completed Command and Staff College in 1966 and reported to MCAS Beaufort, South Carolina, as the Group Operations Officer.  Later, General Morgan was assigned to, Marine Aircraft Group 13 at Chu Lai, RVN, serving as Group Operations Officer and later as Officer in Charge of the Danang Director Air Support Center (DASC). Upon returning to the United States, he served as Executive Officer of the Marine Corps Air Station Quantico and as Executive Officer of the NROTC Unit at the University of Virginia. Following this assignment, he was ordered to the U.S. European Command Headquarters in Stuttgart Germany followed by a tour at Headquarters Marine Corps as the Assistant Deputy Chief of Staff for Requirements and Programs. Upon selection for Brigadier General in 1977, General Morgan assumed duty as Assistant Division Commander of the 3d Marine Division, Okinawa, Japan. He later became the Assistant Chief of Staff, C-5 of the Combined Forces Command in Korea and later as the Deputy Commander, FMF Pacific Hawaii. In 1981, he was promoted to Major General and was assigned as the Deputy Chief of Staff for Requirements and Programs at Headquarters Marine Corps. He was advanced to Lieutenant General in 1985 and served as the Deputy Chief of Staff for Plans, Policy and Operations. In 1986, General Morgan was promoted to the rank of General and assumed the post as Assistant Commandant of the Marine Corps. General Morgan retired on 1 July 1988.

For six years following his retirement he managed a State Department project which provided maintenance and repair services to our Embassies worldwide.  This included providing Top Secret cleared personnel for all necessary services in both the Embassy and Embassy quarters.  Gen Morgan served as a member of the Board of Governors of the USO for 10 years.  He currently serves as a member of the Armed Forces Benefit Association and is also the military advisor to the Board of Regents of the Uniformed Services University of Health Services.
