U.S. ARMY (RETIRED) 
General Sennewald was a Distinguished Military Graduate from Iowa State University in June 1951 and was commissioned a Second Lieutenant in field artillery. In his early years of service General Sennewald served in numerous troop assignments, to include combat duty in Korea and command of artillery batteries in Europe and the United States. In Vietnam, he commanded the 6th Battalion, 15th Artillery, 1st Infantry Division from March 1968 to April 1969. He then served in Washington, D.C. in staff assignments within Headquarters Department of the Army and the Joint Staff. Between assignments he attended the National War College in 1971 and obtained his Masters Degree in International Relations from George Washington University. From May 1974 to February 1976 General Sennewald commanded the Division Artillery, 4th Infantry Division (Mechanized) at Fort Carson, Colorado. General Sennewald was selected for Major General in July 1978 and was assigned as Commanding General of the U.S. Army Training Center at Fort Dix, New Jersey. In 1980, he began four and one half years in the Pacific. He was assigned as the Assistant C3/J3, Chief of Operations for the ROK/US Forces in Korea. He was promoted to Lieutenant General in July of 1981 and assigned to Camp Smith, Hawaii, the joint headquarters of all U.S. Forces in the Pacific theater, where he served as the Deputy Commander in Chief (DCINCPAC). Promoted to the rank of General, he returned to Korea and assumed the duties of Commander in Chief of the United Nations Command and Combined Forces ROK/US Forces in June 1982. Two years later, on 18 June 1984, he assumed the position of Commanding General, U.S. Army Forces Command from which he retired from active duty on 30 June 1986. 


Since his retirement, General Sennewald has:

-Served as a consultant on national security issues to DOD, other federal     agencies and private industry. 
 -Served on the senior review panel dealing with NCI intelligence products for the DCI. 
 -Served on several boards and was the Chairman of the Board for the Armed Services YMCA and is the current Chairman of the Board for the Army Air Force Mutual Aid Association. 
 -Was a member of the Army Science Board. 
- Is involved with the Joint Senior Flag War Fighting Course sponsored by the War Colleges of the Services. 
 -Is on the Board of Directors of the Campagnia Center, a non-profit organization, dealing with disadvantaged youth in Alexandria and was member of the Youth Policy Commission in Alexandria.

- Formed a family-owned company to restore old houses in historic Alexandria, VA.
