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SHAUD, JOHN A., GENERAL,
U.S., AIR FORCE (RETIRED)

After attending Lafayette College for one year, General Shaud entered the U.S. Military Academy, graduating in 1956 with a Bachelor of Science Degree. His first ten years in the Air Force were spent as a B-47 pilot, then flying B-52s.  After completing Air Command and Staff College and receiving a Masters Degree from George Washington University, he qualified in the RF-4C and in 1968 was assigned to Southeast Asia. He was initially on the operations staff of the 388th Fighter Wing at Korat, Thailand and then flew as a flight commander with the 12th Tactical Reconnaissance Squadron in South Vietnam. After receiving a PhD from Ohio State University in June 1971, he served on the faculty of the Air Command and Staff College.  Following graduation from the National War College in 1974, he became Deputy Commander for Operations and then Vice Commander of the 449th Bombardment Wing.  General Shaud was then assigned to the Pentagon on the operations staff of the Deputy Chief of Staff for Air Force, Plans and Operations.  In June 1978, General Shaud assumed command of the 92d Bombardment Wing; subsequently he commanded the 47th Air Division at Fairchild AFB, Washington and then the 57th Air Division at Minot AFB, North Dakota.  There he was charged with being prepared for special conventional bombardment missions with the Rapid Deployment Joint Task Force.  General Shaud returned to Washington in 1981 as Deputy Director and then Director of Air Force Plans during the force build up of the Reagan years and joint operations such as Grenada. He was later reassigned at the Pentagon, as Deputy Chief of Staff for Personnel.  In August 1986, General Shaud became Commander of Air Training Command, Randolph AFB, Texas.  Following that tour, he held the position of Chief of Staff, Supreme Headquarters Allied Powers Europe, Mons, Belgium, from June 1988 until his retirement on July 1, 1991.


Since his retirement from the USAF, General Shaud was, in turn, the Director of the Air Force Aid Society and Executive Director of the Air Force Association.  He participated with a DOD commission on Quality of Life and led the Air Force study on the Officer Assignment System.  He is presently a member of the National Reconnaissance Office’s Gold Team and participates as a senior mentor with the Capstone Course for newly promoted flag officers of all services.
