CCO Hosts the NATO Training Mission-Afghanistan to Discuss Afghanistan 
National Security Force: Year in Review 

 

To celebrate the publication of the first Annual Report of the NATO Training Mission in 
Afghanistan (NTM-A), the Center for Complex Operations (CCO), Institute for National 
Strategic Studies (INSS), at the National Defense University is hosting an open forum 
discussion of the progress and developments in Afghanistan's National Security Forces 
(ANSF).  

Since the activation of the NTM-A in November 2009, the Afghan National Security 
Force has made significant progress in both size and quality.

As of today, NTM-A 
and ANSF have collectively built a foundation for the Afghan Ministers of Interior and 
Defense to recruit, train and assign police and soldiers across the country.
