Overview: 

The Interagency Transformation, Education, and Analysis Program (ITEA) conducts quarterly Interagency Coordination Symposia (ICS) at the National Defense University as part of its mission to create a cadre of professionals familiar with interagency processes and initiatives. ITEA is a federally funded program dedicated to improving coordination among executive branch departments and agencies involved in planning and/or responding to complex crises at home and abroad. 
Objective:

Symposia provide a forum for interagency community members to interact and learn about each other’s roles, responsibilities, and organizational capabilities. This interaction reinforces the importance of successful coordination and collaboration as symposia participants think and talk about crisis planning and response.  
Methodology:

Symposia format consists of panel presentations, discussion periods, facilitated small group discussions, and exercises focusing on USG capabilities and interagency coordination.  While the ITEA program aims to provide its audience current information, its emphasis is on dialogue and the exchange of ideas. 

Audience: 

Government officials (GS-13 through GS-15, O-5/O-6, and equivalents) in policy or planning positions that require extensive interagency coordination as well as representatives from non-governmental organizations, industry, and academia that frequently coordinate efforts with USG counterparts are the target audience.
