During this time she worked for the Assistant Secretary of Defense for Special Operations and Low Intensity Conflict and the Headquarters, U.S. Air Force Director of Intelligence, Surveillance, and Reconnaissance.  Before joining the White House Military Office, she was the commander of the 92d Services Squadron at Fairchild Air Force Base, Washington where she lead 400 military and civilian personnel in providing worldwide expeditionary combat support and life-sustaining services programs for a base/community population of 26,000 people.  Colonel Humble currently has three Masters degrees, one in Teaching from the Citadel, one in Organizational Management from George Washington University, and one in Strategic Intelligence from the Joint Military Intelligence College.
