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PROBLEM STATEMENT

(a) This research will address the problem of civil unrest in Corsica.  Fortunately, this writer has had relevant personal experience in Corsica, as well as in dealing with unrest in the streets of Paris, through the (dare I say) transformational application of artillery power to deliver stabilization (if not reconstruction).  (b) This is a topic important to public policy, given Corsica’s strategic location, its cultural ambiguities, and its often-problematic social order, which has not improved much in two centuries.  (c) The scope of the paper therefore will focus on contemporary Corsica but in comparison to Corsica and Paris, 1780-1810.  In particular, I will examine whether an army of the interior, such as I commanded after having the audacity to disperse the Paris mob with a whiff of grapeshot, is a practical response.

PROPOSED RESEARCH QUESTION

This paper will focus on the nexus between organized crime and politically-motivated terrorists, home-grown and imported, in Corsica today, and what the implications for the relevant forces employed by local and national authorities.  

RESEARCH DESIGN

(a) I will perform the research and complete the paper based on personal accounts of myself and my relatives, my comrades-in-arms, and my enemies, combined with examination of aggregate data on crime rates and political violence.   (b) Anyone associated with me has written memoirs and there are thousands of books about me.  (c) In particular, I will examine as especially relevant sources publications on new concepts of civil-military cooperation in the security field.  (d) I will hew closely to the SNSEE work schedule.  (d) I will attach to this proposal an annotated preliminary bibliography.
