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A. Description

The NDU CIC Emerging Information Technology (EIT) Concentration Program examines current and emerging information technologies that are essential in meeting the mission requirements of the Department of Defense, Joint Operations, U.S. government civilian agencies, the international community, and the private sector.  Difficult budget times elevate the need for organizations to leverage new information technologies to increase efficiency and effectiveness.  With a comprehensive understanding of these technologies and strategies to acquire them, warfighters and leaders can ensure that their organizations move beyond making improvements to existing business processes to proposing innovative solutions to needs that are not yet fully realized.

B. Concentration Program Learning Outcomes
1. Assess the technological maturity of an organization and adapt emerging information technologies to achieve current and future strategic organizational goals that are aligned with cyber security requirements.
2. Champion and lead successful technology adoption through improved policy, governance, and technology forecasting.
3. Use knowledge of acquisition and organizational communications to assess and select new technologies for integration into an organization’s infrastructure.
