Purpose:

This course is designed for rising leaders to address critical knowledge gaps in the current education of health strategy, as an instrument of national and global security, to support the needs of the force. Leaders need to grasp the complexities required to generate a full-spectrum medical response and the impact that health and health care delivery has on the security of the nation and the globe. This course will examine the inter-relationship between the DoD, Inter-Agency, and civilian health care systems and how they interact to generate a “medically ready force” and a “ready medical force.”

This class does not require a background in health or medicine. This course counts toward the two-course requirement for the Health Strategy Area of Concentration.

Required/Assigned Readings for each Class:  

1. Assigned Articles: For each class, there will be 1 or 2 articles that we will discuss and/or the major topic covered by our guest senior leader/speaker.  Article(s) will be assigned and will be made available to you, at least 2 days before each class.
2. Daily Military Health System (MHS) Early Bird: For each class, the students will be prepared to discuss a current event topic(s) from the current/previous week’s MHS Early Bird articles.
 
Student Evaluation			          

1.  Class Discussion & Engagement (25%):
Graduate study requires sophisticated learning and analytical skills, and success in this course necessitates active involvement and commitment.  Class preparation and participation are crucial to developing these abilities.  We expect each student to be prepared to engage instructors from the course, invited speakers, and student presenters with stimulating discussion and critical questions.
Attendance policy: students must notify the teaching staff if the student will miss class.  Anticipated absences require prior notification and unforeseen absences (illness, etc.) require notification as soon as possible.  It is the student’s responsibility to complete any reading and coursework missed during the absence.  Four or more absences will require participation in a performance review by the Student Performance Review Subcommittee.
2. Assignment 1 (25%): Weekly Military Health System (MHS) Early Bird Current Events Presentation/Discussion 
Students who are scheduled to present that week are expected to: a) prepare a formal 10-minute PowerPoint presentation on selected topic(s) from the current/previous week’s daily MHS Early Bird summaries and b) lead and stimulate discussions on a “current event” topic(s) showcasing strategic leadership required to lead, shape, and resolve the current complex challenges that health and health care delivery has on the security of the nation and the globe. The MHS Early Bird will be forwarded to you daily during the duration of the NDU 6075 class period. The non-assigned presentation students are expected to have also read the assigned materials in advance of the class session and be prepared to demonstrate solid “mutual support” (Battle Buddy/Shipmate/Wingman!) by contributing meaningfully in class discussions.  

3. Assignment 2 (50%): Final Paper/Presentation
The five to seven (5-7) page paper will focus on the inter-relationship between the DoD, Inter-Agency, and civilian health care systems in solving challenges to the security of the Nation and/or the globe. Focus should be on solutions sets that will require a Joint, Inter-Agency, and/or civilian health care system solution set(s) to generate a “medically ready force” and a “ready medical force.” 

The assignment will be due the last day of class and each student will give a short 10-minute presentation on their topic.
